September 15, 2014

Mayor Peyton opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance and a moment of silent meditation.
Mayor Peyton asked for a roll call:    Morris, Graham, Deskins, Christian, Nippert and Wise absent with excuse.   RC:  5 present, 1 absent with excuse.
Morris moved for approval of or changes/additions to the agenda as amended.  Nippert seconded.  RC:  5 YEAS.
Mayor Peyton asked for a motion to approve the minutes of the September 2, 2014 council meeting.

Nippert moved to approve the September 2, 2014 Council Meeting minutes. Graham seconded.  RC:  5 YEAS.

FISCAL OFFICER’S REPORT- Deb’s report is attached.   Deskins motioned to pay the bills.  Morris seconded.  RC:  5 YEAS.
Deb explained to Council Resolution 2014-22 which explains the amount of levy money expected to be collected and paid to the Village for the calendar year of 2015.  This information will be used as a basis for the preparation of the budget for 2015.  Mr. Dietz brought it to Council’s attention that this resolution has to be signed by the President of Council.    Since Vickie Wise is the President, and she has been gone due to illness, he suggested that an Interim President be appointed.  Morris nominated Graham to be Council’s Interim President during Wise’s absence.  Deskins seconded.   Nippert moved to close nominations.  Deskins seconded.  RC:  5 YEAS.  The vote was taken for Graham to be named as Council’s Interim President.  RC:  4 YEAS, 1 ABSTAIN.
